Final Short Environmental Assessment Form/Finding of No Significant Impact

The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) has issued a Final Short Environmental Assessment (EA) Form and Finding of No Significant Impact (FONSI) approving the City of Lynchburg to replace the existing air traffic control tower (ATCT) on the western portion of the Lynchburg Regional Airport. The Proposed Project includes the construction of a replacement ATCT, relocation of the Leesburg Flight Service Station Remote Communications Outlet, installation of new equipment, construction of a sidewalk, extension of utility services, and demolition of the existing ATCT. 

The results of the Final Short EA Form indicate there would not be any significant adverse impacts associated with the Proposed Project to environmental resources listed in FAA Order 10501.E, Change 1, Appendix A. Implementation of mitigation measures as part of the Proposed Project would minimize potential environmental impacts from occurring.
