





The Lynchburg Board of Zoning Appeals will hold a public hearing in the City Manager’s Office, large conference room, 3rd Floor, City Hall, 900 Church Street, Tuesday, September 27, 2016 at 9:30 a.m. regarding the following matters:

David Schwartz & Julie Hemstreet are requesting a variance from 35.2-43.4; R-3 Zoning District Development Standards, which sets the minimum lot size at 8,000 square feet. The applicant is requesting to increase the nonconformity of the parcel at 10 Huron Avenue by adjusting the rear boundary. The lot is approximately 3,310 square feet and proposed to be reduced to 2,210 square feet. Reducing the size of the subject parcel would also necessitate the need for a variance from the required thirty (30) foot rear setback since the dwelling will now be located ten (10) feet from the proposed rear property line.
