Addendum No.  4
This Addendum supplements and amends the original Plans and Specifications and shall be taken into account in preparing proposals and shall become a part of the Contract Documents. The Bidder shall indicate receipt of this Addendum and all previously issued Addenda on the Bid Form.  

1. The requirement for an automatic proportioning transfer case eliminates all but two bidders.  All of the major transfer case manufacturers: i.e.  Fabco, Marmon-Herrington, Durst and Spicer only manufacture constant proportioning transfer cases.  There are two snow blower manufacturers that build their own automatic proportioning transfer cases but they are not available to other transfer case manufacturers.  
Please allow transfer cases that are constant proportioning to be acceptable as well as automatic proportioning transfer cases.  Both configurations meet the two speed requirement.

 Please allow for three windshield wipers as well as four.

 Please allow for a mechanically driven snow blower head as well as hydrostatic, as long as it is          reversible.
2. Reference Addendum #2 – Item #3 
Removal of “on-highway” engines. 

a. Request: Please re-instate this requirement as section Equipment-1 of addendum 2 states the units may be driven on highways and other public roadways. Vehicles driven on public roadways should have a propulsion engine rated at the current EPA “on-highway” emissions.
This has already been addressed on Addendum #2, page 1- Multipurpose Unit-2; 1.7 Engine/Transmission – Remove “on-highway” from the first sentence.

3. Reference Addendum #2 - Item #6 
Removal of requirement to provide noise test documentation. 

a. Comment: Please reference AIP Handbook 5100.38D section 1.11Aviation Priorities in the Act “49 USC § 47101 lists the policy directives and aviation priorities of the United States. These priorities include: Item b: Minimizing airport noise impacts on nearby communities.” 

AC 150-5220/20A Appendix 2 requires the exterior cab noise to be less than 85dba. 

Although a manufacturer may be able to meet interior cab noise dba requirements, additional safety to personnel on the exterior of the units during pass by operations. 

b. Request : Please re-instate the requirement to meet 40 CFR.1 (pass by noise levels in accordance to SAE J366) to assist in overall noise mitigation for airport noise compatibility planning, and to consider additional hearing safety to airport personnel on the exterior of vehicle during operation. 
This has already been addressed in Addendum #2. 
4. Addendum #2 – Item #12

Specification: Addendum 1, Multipurpose Unit-4, 1.13, Transfer Case. The transfer case shall be a two speed type with an automatic locking/unlocking differential to control the torque between front and rear axles.

The original spec, 1.9 - Transfer case: Transfer case assemblies shall provide positive drive to the front and rear axles and shall be of single or dual speed design.

Requested: May the transfer case shall be of optional single or two speed type with an automatic locking/unlocking differential to control the torque between front and rear axles.

Reason: The transfer case provided for the unit in this bid will be a single speed. Single speed transfer case utilizes a limited slip differential which constantly and automatically proportions power to all drive axles. Normally there is a constant 50/50 split between the front and rear axles. As traction conditions warrant this split can be applied ranging from 75/25 (front-rear axles) or 25/75 (front-rear axles). No operator input is required. By utilizing all six available gears (Allison RDS) the one speed transfer allows for maximum low speed/low gear power performance without the need to bring the vehicle to a complete stop in order to shift a two speed transfer case into low range.
This has already been addressed in Addendum #1.  
5.  Specification: Addendum 1, Multipurpose Unit-4, 1.14 Windows, Windshields, and Mirrors
a. Comment: The use of a single piece, reverse or forward slope, greatly improves the impact resistance strength and protection to the individuals in the cab. Multi-Piece windshields are glued together with silicone, creating weak points and greater risk of future leaks after the warranty period has elapsed. 

b. Request:  Please add “Windshield shall be of a single piece design”

 This has already been addressed in Addendum #1. 

        6.  Reference Addendum #2- Item #13
Specification: Addendum 1, Multipurpose Unit-4, 1.14, Windows, Windshields, and Mirrors. The vehicle windshield shall be reverse slope design to avoid snow buildup and be equipped with four variable speed intermittent operating wipers, wet arm type.

Requested: May the vehicle windshield be a forward or reverse slope design to avoid snow buildup and be equipped with four variable speed intermittent operating wipers, wet arm type. 
This has already been addressed in Addendum #1.  
7. Reference Addendum #2- Item #14
Specification: Addendum 1, Multipurpose Unit-4, 1.14, Windows, Windshields, and Mirrors. The windshield washer reservoir shall have a capacity of at least 10 gallons.

Requested: Is the 10-gallon requirement in reference to wanting a deluge system?

Reason: The unit for this bid will have a standard windshield washer reservoir capacity of 6 quarts.
This has already been addressed in Addendum #1.
8. Reference Addendum #2 – Item #17 
Acceptance of Polished Aluminum Rims. 

a. Comment: Our research and direct contact with aluminum rim manufactures have rejected approval for the use of aluminum rims based on the vehicle axle ratings for the snow removal industry. Also, aluminum is very corrosive to anti-icing agents typically used on airports. 

b. Request:  If aluminum rims are offered in the bidders proposal, please require them to provide written certification direct from the rim manufacturer allowing the rim to be used with the proposed axle rating for the bid.
This request is acceptable.
9. Reference Addendum #2 - Item #21
     Specification: Addendum 1, Displacement Plow-1, 2.4, Cutting Edge/Steel

Moldboard Specification: Steel Moldboard
Requested: Can the moldboard be Steel or Poly? The clarification is not about the cutting edge.
The moldboard should be steel.
10. Reference Addendum #2- Item #27
Equipment- 1 Paragraph 2 Radio Equipment
Comment: Harris requests purchases work through the local dealer
Request: Can you supply the contact information for your local Harris radio dealer in the addendum? 
The contractor shall buy and install the radios.
     11. Reference Addendum #2 – Item #34

Specification: Addendum 1, Displacement Plow-1, 2.1, General

Comment: The bid is requesting a 22’ plow with folding wings. The question of will a straight blade non-folding plow be acceptable as long as it fits in the 26’ door opening?
Request: Please allow a 22’ Straight blade non-folding wing plow to be an acceptable alternative, as it will fit through a 26’ door opening. 

This project does not require folding wings as long as the plow fits through a 26’ door opening, so a straight blade is acceptable. 
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
