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Multiple law enforcement agencies across Central Virginia are investigating a fraudulent check cashing scheme. The offenses have taken place at numerous Food Lion grocery stores in the area. The suspects enter the store and present a fraudulent check and provide false identification to the clerk and receive cash. The female suspect left her fake identification, with her actual photo, at one of the stores after the clerk became suspicious. The suspects are a white female and a black male who were seen leaving in a silver Dodge Durango (photos attached).
