On December 12, 2014, at 10:35 am, an unknown male entered Beacon Credit Union on Logans Lane in Lynchburg, VA to receive a cash advance.  The male subject explained that he was in town for his grandmother’s funeral and needed some cash to assist with the funeral and purchase some clothes. He then provided a California driver’s license with the identification of Donald Rose, 45 years of age, with an address in Castro Valley, California.   He also presented the clerk a Bank of America debit card and a Green Dot prepaid debit card. As a result, he obtained money from the fraudulent use of the cards.  
The suspect appears to be a black male with a thin gray beard, who was wearing a black leather Harley-Davidson motorcycle jacket.  The vehicle used by the male appeared to be a silver or gold Chevrolet Malibu with no front license plate.
