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On Thursday, March 12, 2015 Animal Control responded to Southern Air Inc. located at 2655 Lakeside Drive regarding an injured Pit Bull dog.  The responding animal warden transported the injured dog to an area vet who determined that the dog had suffered two gunshot wounds.  Animal Control later found the owner of the dog, who lives in Bedford County, and notified them of the incident.
On Monday, March 16, a man living in that area, notified Animal Control that he had shot two dogs on his property in Lynchburg City on the evening of March 11 after finding them in the act of killing his chickens inside the pen.  One dog was described as a black and white Pit Bull dog and the other was a brown Chihuahua dog.  Physical evidence at the scene, and an eyewitness in the area, helped to verify his statements.  
Virginia State Code 3.2-6552 allows a person to kill a dog found in the act of killing or injuring livestock or poultry.  Lynchburg City Code 27-67, dealing with shooting a firearm in the City, excludes a person whose willful act is otherwise justifiable or excusable at law in the protection of his life or property.  The pit bull related to this case has been found to have been running at large and attacking other animals in the area on more than one occasion. 
Animal Control’s investigation of this case has determined that the shooter was justified in his actions according to the law, therefore, no charges will be filed as a result.    
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
