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SUSPECT ARRESTED IN TWO ROBBERIES
On February 15, 2013 a pedestrian was walking on Park Ave near Park Ln, when two suspects committed a strong arm robbery, taking property from his person.  One suspect, Jhonathan Reynolds (age 22) of Lynchburg was taken into custody within minutes of the incident as he was fleeing. Reynolds was convicted of robbery and received ten years in prison, with seven years suspended.  Yesterday, after working numerous leads, Detectives arrested the second suspect, John L. Tucker (age 19) of Lynchburg for Robbery related to this incident. He is currently being held in the Blue Ridge Regional Jail without bond.
On April 18 2013 police responded to an armed robbery at the King House Restaurant located at 2509 Memorial Ave.  A suspect entered the business armed with a handgun, and forced the clerk to open the cash register.  The suspect fled the store with an undisclosed amount of money.  Detectives have been working on this investigation since, and yesterday they charged John L. Tucker (age19) of Lynchburg with Robbery and Use of a Firearm in the Commission of a Felony. .  They recovered the weapon as well as other evidence. Tucker is currently being held in the Blue Ridge Regional Jail without bond as he awaits trial.
